= offer parents the opportunity to discuss their child’s achievement, effort and behaviour at the school with
their child’s teachers, twice a year

= offer parents the opportunity to discuss their child’s achievement relative to the performance of their peer

group

On our report cards, this is communicated by both the effort rating
and additional comments made throughout the report card,
particularly in English and Mathematics and in the general comment
at the end of the report card.

e how well the student is engaging with
the expected learning

On our report cards, we give ‘growth’ comments specifically in English
and Mathematics, and more broadly in the general comment at the
end of the report card.
